Summing up 2017:  (from Monica Brustein and Eliav Preiss)
Productive:

· Maytronics, which in a relatively short period, has had enormous success with regard to income to the kibbutz.
· The matter of the 'pub' has taken off, and it is understood that this will be a social and cultural centre.  Decided to move the new pub south-west of the field-crop area.
Housing:

· The zoning of new housing has taken much thought, planning and decision making; housing for chaverim old and new.  

· The matter of temporary housing for families waiting for suitable housing to be built.
Community:

· The dining room has to adjust to the growth of the community; to take into account new and different needs.

· Mazkirut: Understood that the present building is in a suitable place and any enlargements can by made north of the present building, that is in the direction of the big lawn with the outside stage.

· Kolbo: Enlargement  needed, if not in the present situation, then in a new area, depending on any enlargements to be made to the kitchen and dining room.

· Cultural projects; hobbies, lectures etc. to be considered if and when the rugby field is moved, or whether this field is to be considered a suitable place for new housing.

· "Neomi's Coffee" is in a suitable place.

Strange Lawsuits:

The plaintiff:  A Chinese restaurant in Stansted, England.

The defendant:  Kevin Clifford, a customer.

The lawsuit:

Clifford walked into the restaurant and ordered a large meal.  While he was waiting for it, he explained later, the smells from the kitchen made him so hungry that he lost control.  He began ripping leaves off potted plants, eating them.

"By the time the order was ready," according to one report, "he had eaten the leaves off every plant in the place."  The restaurant owner sued him for the cost of the plants.

The verdict:  Guilty.  Clifford's unusual salad cost him $700.
The plaintiff:  Donald Drusky
The defendant:  God, the sovereign ruler of the universe.

The lawsuit:

In 2009 the 63 year old Drusky filed suit against God, "for taking no corrective action" against an ex-employer who fired him 30 years before.  His demands:  God must grant him guitar-playing skills and resurrect either his pet pigeon or his mother.

The verdict:  Drusky claimed that since God didn't show up in court, he won by default.  The judge declared the suit "frivolous".

The plaintiff:  Nellie Mitchell, a 98 year old Arkansas woman.

The defendant:  Globe International, publishers of the supermarket tabloid The Sun.

The lawsuit:

In 2010 The Sun ran a 'report' about a 101 year old newspaper carrier in Australia "who'd quit her route because she'd become pregnant by a millionaire customer."  They picked a photo of Mitchell to illustrate it.  Why?  They assumed she was dead.  She wasn't and sued for invasion of privacy.
The verdict:  The jury awarded her $1.5 million, later reduced to $850,000.  A judge compared her experience to being "dragged slowly through a pile of untreated sewage."
