MAZKIRUT MEETING   13/9/2021
· Elad Ilan asked for an update on the preparation of the budget for 2022 which will have a different format to the ones of the past. Maor and Erez answered that they are working on it and it will take time.
· David Mittelberg asked when there would be a report on the budget of 2021. Maor answered that there would be a delay for technical reasons since they are moving over to a different data system.
· Noga Harpaz stated that the Field Crops Branch moved equipment over to the area of the rugby field and some of the equipment may be dangerous for children playing there. Erez will send the Safety Committee to check it out.
1. Use of two large units of the Partnership House for new families :
Because of a delay in the construction of the Cottage neighborhood there will not be housing available for new families that are to come in August. 
Many options were discussed and it was decided that from August 2022 two large units of the Partnership House will be set aside for the new families if needed, and in the meantime other options will be sought.
2. The moving of the Gardening Branch: For many years plans and investments were made to move the Gardening Branch to the area of the horse stables but these were never put before the General Meeting for approval. Now the option of moving it to area 1004 has been put forward.  The subject will be re-examined shortly and proposals put before the Mazkirut and the General Meeting.
3. Future of the Shnat Sherut Groups to Yizre’el and discussion about other groups. The Shnat Sherut groups are very active and contribute to many areas, schools, youth groups, work in the agricultural branches, giving aid at festivals, becoming part of the young generation society, and more.
At the next meeting the discussion will be whether to continue with the Shnat Sherut project or look for other options like Tzabar, Habonim etc.
