Secretariat Meeting 24/5/2020
+ David Beutler updated information on the committee for the search of a new 'services committee'.
+A suggestion was made to include a member of the finance and agricultural committee to the mazkirut.  This move will be discussed at the next meeting and then brought to the general assembly.
+"Meeting at Yizre'el" will have to be discontinued due to lack of housing.  There is a need to reconsider bringing groups if the kibbutz can invest in infrastructures in the future.
+ "Corona Gift" for younger generation who are currently living outside of the kibbutz.  It was decided that a fund of NIS 10,000 would be allotted to the 25 members of the younger generation who were unable to return to the kibbutz during the corona lockdown.  It is understood that this sum is symbolic and expresses the responsibility that the kibbutz accepts for the younger generation who reside outside of the kibbutz.  Many members have had higher expenses during the lockdown due to increased use of electricity, water, kolbo and even assisting members of their families outside of the kibbutz.  All this needs to be discussed at a later date when everything is taken into account.
It was decided that the secretariat sends the motion back to the Younger Generation Committee to decide if those outside the kibbutz are eligible for the same sum as those who spent the lockdown on the kibbutz.  If accepted, the sum will be allotted from the Younger Generation Committee.
+Special requests for the use of public buildings: Robin presented the moves that need to be made to facilitate the building of the new neighborhood. At the same time the use of public buildings will be examined. The cottages must be evacuated and moved to another location. The buildings known as the “rakevet” will have to be vacated for  offices. David Mittelberg and Yaniv Shapiro have asked to receive replacement rooms for their work. Each one separately presented the reasons for their request.
A discussion was held on the principle of the use of public buildings. The discussion will be continued at the next meeting.

ACCEPTED PROCEDURE FOR DOG OWNERSS. 
From 24.5.2020 the enforcement of the rules will return.
We will return to the procedures that were decided upon at the mazkirut meeting 16.2.2015 which are the following:
1. All dogs must be tied up with a leash. Dogs must be under the control of their owners at all times.
2. It is the responsibility of the dog owner to ensure that their dog is immunized. A license to own a dog can be received only if it is immunized. According  to law you must have a license to own a dog.
3. A dog owner must care for his/her dog as required. Neglect of an animal is an offense.
4. A dog owner is responsible forto cleaning up after his/her dog. 
5. Dogs on the loose will be photographed. The owner of the dog will receive a warnming in writing. If a dog is photographed on the loose a second time, its owner will receive a fine of 100 shekel.
6. If the dog is photographed more than twice its photo and details of the owner will be sent to the dog pound of the local council and the owners will be fined according to the laws of the local council and laws of the State.
7. According to the law, a dog that has bitten twice is categorized as “a dangerous dog” ands so will be removed from the kibbutz by the dog catcher. The dog will be quarantined and thee owner will pay the costs.
8. The Local council’s dog catcher has been invited to make calls without warning. 
9. These rules are the responsibility of Head of the community services.

c) Disinfection stations -  prominent and available.
d) Entry will not be allowed to those who answer positively to any of these questions:
i) Do you have temperature over 38 degrees? Have you had temperature anytime this week?
ii) Have you been in contact with anyone with the corona virus in the last two weeks?
iii) Do you have a cough?
4. Regular rules for the pool:
a) Obey the instructions of the lifeguard.
b) No somersaulting into the water.
c) No running around the pool and no pushing people into the pool.
d) The lifeguard is not responsible for the little pool. It is the responsibility of the parents.
e) Parents – Keep your eyes on your children in the pool – not on your phone. The lifeguard does not always see everything. 
f) No dogs or pets allowed in the pool area.
g) Do not enter the pool if you have an infectious condition of any kind.
h) Babies must wear a special pool nappy.
i) Please clean up and tidy up on leaving.
j) Shower before entering the pool.
