Meeting on Yizreel:

A meeting with the Mazkirut was held last week; some problems were discussed and there will be improvements made.
This week 36 young people from the Noar Hatzioni Movement (South America) will arrive, on the kibbutz until December, 2015.  They are 18/19 years old and will work four short days weekly in the dining room, almonds and field crops, gardens, around the kibbutz, laundry, dairy building branch, and fish branch.

They will also do roster duty in the dining room on a daily basis, and take part in our cultural and social events.

The Branch will be pleased to receive feed-back in order to improve relations between them and the Community.

Our voting system will change to a more up-to-date system, now in use world-wide.

A computer will be placed in the dining room together with a screen with a "touch" system to vote; via an 'Application', or by mobile phone and all computers of our internet.
There will soon be a 'pilot' vote to check if the system works.  In any event, one of those people on the list above will be present to assist in demonstrating the new system.

There will be ALSO the possibility to vote manually, as in the past.  However it is aimed to introduce a more efficient and exact voting system, voting from anywhere on the kibbutz, without a proxy vote.

Chaverim are invited to seek advice as to how to phone, or use the computer from Kobi, Tzeela and Damian.
