· Expenses:  NIS 37,000,000  (NIS 36,000,000 in 2014); 78% Maytronics dividend; 13% Management fees;  4% agriculture; 3% earnings;  2% Maagan Eden.

· Small projects: 22 projects with 32 chaverim; 13 receive payment, remainder are pensioners.
