Planning Committee report
Date: 9.5.22 (Better late than never - Ed)
1. Fitness park.
The committee decided to apply to the regional council for a subsidy for two projects: A shade net for the "Rock Park" (Gan Ha-even) and a "Ninja" apparatus … to be placed above the basketball court.
2. New Field crops park. The landscape gardeners are currently transferring trees to this area. The trees need to be uprooted as part of the ongoing development projects
3. Parents housing project: The first plans for an additional a semi-detached house was presented to the committee. The committee is weighing up the questions of direction and size of the planned house.
4. Nof Suburb: The committee is planning the landscaping of the last four houses. 
5. Color-scheme for the small business huts. The committee decided on an appropriate color scheme for the huts of the small businesses. Guy will be informed
6. Young people's housing complex. First plans for two new buildings were presented. One on the North side and one on the East side
7. Status of the projects in process. 
a) Cottages (New family houses) - Planned completion by the end of September 2022
b) The perimeter road on the west side of The Gilboa Housing Project is under construction. Completion date – October 2022.
c)  Road no. 1 receive approval and work will commence towards the end of July. (Pavement included)
d) The New Housing Project on the old Rugby field.
Awaiting permission to begin building the infrastructures.
e) The plans have been update as demanded by the "Local Committee" (Vaada M'komi)
f) We are negotiating for subsidies for the infrastructure for the new housing project, with the relevant government office (Misrad H'shhikun)

I have just returned from New Zealand without my luggage but that is another story. Just between the two of us the place can be pretty annoying.
Take for example the traffic lights. In any normal country the light goes from red (stop) to orange (go) to green (gone). Over there it goes from red straight to green which means by the time you get going the intersection is completely clear of cars and is inordinately safe to go. No adrenaline rush, no nothing – just a casual acceleration into life's highway –I almost fell asleep at the wheel. 
Fellow drivers are so unhelpful! More than once I missed the light turning from red to green and no one thought to remind me it was time to head out. No helpful tooting a nanosecond after the red had changed – not one – nothing just a dreadful silence from the drivers behind me – how inconsiderate. In fact, they pretty much ignore you – no helpful one fingered suggestions or rolling down the window to call out useful information about your mother.
Everyone drives at the same speed – the legal limit – ridiculous. You meekly follow the car in front – overtaking is practically unheard of though there are rumors that tourists from an unnamed middle eastern country were famous for this unfamiliar maneuver before the plague. I ask you - why travel at one hundred kilometers an hour when the speedometer in your car clearly shows that it is capable of doing well over two hundred kilometers an hour.
Where is the entertainment value of overtaking only to be chased by the car that was travelling at sixty only a moment ago? How are you supposed to test your driving skills of weaving in and out of traffic, seeing how close you can get to the car in front of you, or accelerating as fast as possible then breaking as hard as possible then repeating the sequence.
I also found it hard to believe what I was hearing on the radio. Every morning they talked about the "rush hour" and the traffic jam in the Terrace Tunnel. Hand on my heart – I never saw more cars than you would expect to see travelling to Afula at three in the afternoon on any Friday.
Mind you what can you expect when you have just heard the news where the headline was that Coca Cola was introducing Cola no sugar and removing Zero from the shelves. The news bulletins were about thirty seconds followed by five minutes of sport.
Perhaps the most aggravating thing is that the steering wheel is on the wrong side of the car. This meant that every time I got in to drive I had to crawl over the hand break (I won't mention the gear stick because children may be listening) to get to the driver's seat. I doubt I have to add that the wiper and indicator sticks are on the wrong side of the steering wheel. I still don’t understand how other drivers are supposed to know which way I intend to turn by watching the wipers going from side to side.
It can't be all bad though –right? There's no tipping (anywhere), for twelve shekels you get a half a liter of ice cream on a cone, everyone says please and thankyou ALL the time, everyone is relaxed and friendly (all the time), the Prime Minister won't be swapping with anyone soon, all the cars are clean with no dents and to my delight they all speak English.
